OTHE NEWS

To build on the numbers reported by our president for our local chapter the following was reported recently by the IIA:

CIA Exam Numbers Keep on Growing
Registrations for the November 20–21 Certified Internal Auditor exam have reached a record high with candidates scheduled for 57,975 exam parts. More than 35,000 of those parts are scheduled for 12 exam sites in the People’s Republic of China. Even with anticipated last-minute deferrals and no-shows, the November 2002 exam is expected to surpass the record set by last November’s exam, which included 32,450 parts taken.

Specialty Examinations Are On the Rise
The number of candidates taking The IIA’s specialty examinations – Certification in Control Self-Assessment (CCSA) and Certified Government Audit Professional (CGAP) – continue to rise. These paper-and-pencil exams already have 254 CCSA and 127 CGAP exams scheduled, which represent 185 percent and 253 percent increases, respectively, over parts taken in the August-December 2001 computer-based testing window.  The Certified Financial Services Auditor (CFSA) exam, The IIA’s newest offering was piloted, with 77 exams scheduled.
